Students take their quiz. If students finish early, they can move on to the reading. If they finish the reading early, give the students the comprehension question handout.

Speaking: (think, pair, share) What is a healthy diet? Can everyone eat a healthy diet?

Grammar:  Review negative across tenses, Grammar Step by Step pg. 72.  Create the web on the board with the help of students.  Leave off Should or Will if time is a concern.  We will cover them in subsequent lessons.

Write three sentences on the board:

4. Jake __________ his arm. (to break)

5. The doctor __________ him some medicine. (to give)
Have students write the sentences in simple present tense, then write them in negative simple present tense.  Repeat the exercise with simple past tense and negative simple past tense.

Give students the worksheet titled “Simple Past Irregular Verbs” and have them write the correct simple past verb in the blank for questions 1-5.  Have them write  the correct negative simple past verb in the blank for questions 6-10

(filler, if students are done early you can work on the irregular verbs on the bottom of the worksheet).
(extension, work with students to make questions from each of the questions on the worksheet…Did the tutor group win a prize?)
Pre-writing (think, pair, share): Think of your first year in the United States, What was positive and negative about the experience.  Create a T chart on the board, labeled DIDN’T/COULDN’T and DID/COULD
Writing:  Write about your first year in the United States. Students should write in paragraph format.
