	1. Warm-up, 
2. Ask your neighbor about her/his typical day. Fill in the planner. Tell us about your partner’s day. Examples: She gets up at 6. He has lunch at noon.
3. EIA, p. 70-71, The Picture. Listen to Jake’s daily routine. Take notes on what you hear, then complete exercises B, C, D, and E.
4. Read recent news article on the California plastic bag ban. (Last week we read an article about a law passed in 2014 banning single-use plastic bags in California.) Students read silently, then I read aloud. Discuss clunks. Build a vocabulary web about recycling on the board.
5. What do we do now to reduce pollution? What else can we do? Brainstorm.

Opponent (noun): someone who has the opposite view, a rival, people who disagree.

Prohibit (verb): outlaw, ban, prevent, make it illegal.

Labor/youth/unemployment/rising/rate/percent/according to/labor market/factor/collapse/affects.

Rise: goes up. The sun rises in the morning. The number of mosquitoes rises in the summer. Opposite of rise=fall or go down.

Rate: how fast. The interest rate is higher at that bank. My son finds things on the internet at a faster rate than I do. 

Collapse: break down. The building collapsed during the hurricane. I was so hot after running the marathon that I collapsed.
