	1.  Create a My Personal Network graphic organizer of people in their life.  


	

	2.  Describe, orally and in writing,  what people in your network do for work and the nature of the relationship with that person.  

Use simple present tense accurately to write simple sentences about the people and their work.

Use specialized vocabulary to describe people in your network. 

example: David is a house painter.  He is my sister’s boyfriend.  He is a close friend.  He lives in Somerville. He works for ABC Painting in Medford.

Use vocabulary accurately: family, close friend, friend, childhood friend, old friend, relative, distant relative, co-worker, boss, acquaintance, neighbor, inner circle, etc.  

Use job titles accurately: teacher, nurse, CNA, medical assistant, doctor, dentist, house painter, house cleaner, carpenter, cook, server, business owner, hair stylist, auto mechanic, etc…


	


ACTIVITIES:







        Strategies/Resources for Learning (Approaches/techniques that appeal to a variety of learning styles; students learn to ID and maximize the learning style that works best for them – UDL, differentiation, accommodations)
	1.  Warm-up

Business card activity

Hand out one business card to each student.  This card is a fictional representation of  someone they know in their network of family and friends.  Teacher, pretend you are looking for a house painter.  Ask the class. “I need to paint my house.  Do you know anyone who is a house painter?” The student with the business card for house painter should say, “I know a house painter”  Continue until you have asked about each profession on the cards.

2. Vocabulary

Introduce new vocabulary that will be used in the lesson.

Review any vocabulary from previous ECA lessons that is helpful.

3. Whole-class activity to model filling out the My Personal Network worksheet

Using the board or big paper, fill out a My Personal Network example.  Ask for a volunteer from the class to offer information.  Model writing simple sentences about the person and the relationship.                       

4. Individual activity

Students will complete the My Personal Network worksheet.  After, students will write simple sentences using vocabulary accurately to describe the person and the relationship to that person.


	Activate prior knowledge by reviewing vocabulary.

Use a variety of learning styles to express the people in the network: spoken, written, drawn.

Provide a sample of the My Personal Network worksheet for anyone who doesn’t want to draw their own.


MATERIALS:

sample business cards

overhead or white butcher block paper for whole-class model

color markers

My Personal Network worksheet

Write simple sentences about your network worksheet

ASSESSMENT(S): 

	Performance (Culminating)

Using the Whole-Class example, ask the class questions using the target vocabulary:

Who is in “Gloria’s” inner circle?

Who is a close friend?

Who is an acquaintance?

What does he do?

Where does he live?


	Ongoing

Create real business cards in another ECA lesson in the computer lab, and have students distribute them in class.




WRAP-UP & REFLECTION:
	Ask the class how we can use this networking information to benefit everyone at SCALE.  

What ideas do they have for expanding our SCALE network?
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
