MATERIALS:        
	1.  Warm-up - Review of vocabulary we learned previously.  Health care charades.  The teacher or students will act out various symptoms and illnesses and the class will call out the vocabulary.

2. Group Activity - watch a short video of a role-play in a doctor’s office.  Ask comprehension questions.

3.  Activity - Divide into pairs.  Give instructions for each pair to write a role-play for a doctor and patient.  They will use health related vocabulary and practice using the present tense forms.  Monitor while the pairs write.  Ask each group to present their role-play to the class.

	Performance   Can the student say the target vocabulary during the warm up game?  Is the student participating in the pair activity?
