ACTIVITIES:













MATERIALS:        
	1.  Warm-up  

Hand out all the flashcards that will be used in the activity.  Each student will have several flashcards.  Each student will put the word into the correct category: Count/Noncount.  (for example: meat, hotdog)  Students will place their flashcards on the Count/Noncount poster.  This poster will be a resource during the next activity.

2.  Activity

Divide the class into groups of three.  Each group will have a set of flashcards in a pile face down on the table. A student will pick a card and say the word.  The student will correctly form a question using How Much or How Many.  Glue the flashcard to the poster and one other student will write the sentence on the poster.  This continues until the flashcards are all used.

Can the student say and write the vocabulary?  Can the student identify if the word is count or noncount? Is the student participating in the small group activity? Is the student using orally how much/how many correctly with the target word?

Does the group have a poster with accurate sentences and How Much/How Many sentences in the correct count/noncount column?

Collect the posters from each group.  Show the posters to the entire class.  Read some of the sentences aloud.  Display student work on the wall.
