MATERIALS:        
	1. Whole Group Activity - Using the Elmo, model how to categorize cut-up words by part of speech.  Using the homework reading “A Meeting at the Western Hotel“, create affirmative statements with the words.

2.  Small Group Activity -  Break into small groups of 2 or 3.  Hand out envelope with cut-up words.  Divide words into nouns, verbs, and adjectives, articles.  Give the class a sentence to create.  Check for understanding.  Have students create between 5-10 sentences with remaining words.  Glue to poster.
