	Content Objective #2 (Students will know that…) 

You must use irregular verbs in order to learn/remember them. 

	Activities

1a. Students take out their Irregular Verb Reference list. They complete the worksheet in pairs (pg 52-53).

b.  Students receive a blank bingo card and pieces. They use their Reference list to write the base form of the irregular verbs on the bingo card.

c. Students receive blank index cards. In groups of four, they write the base forms of all the irregular verbs from the list onto the cards. 

d. Students play “BINGO” in groups of four. Students take turns choosing a card with an irregular verb. They then create a sentence using the correct past tense of the verb from their reference lists.

e. Students continue until someone wins “BINGO”. They then trade cards, and play again.
