MATERIALS:

	· Review homework: Identify verbs and adverbs/expressions of frequency in a reading passage. Write captions for a related story in pictures. Discuss how good organization includes describing events in sequence.  
· Review “like” and similar verbs + infinitive.

· Lightning round robin: What do you like to do on your day off? What do you hate to do on your day off? Each student quickly asks her/his neighbor. 

· Read news article on Americans and vacation time. Make a vocabulary web about work benefits and time off.
· What is the title of the article? What is the topic sentence of the first paragraph? What is the topic sentence of the second paragraph?

· Discussion: What about in your country? Do people get paid vacation time? Do they use it? What do people usually do on vacation? What does your family do?

· Writing and homework: Write a paragraph about a typical day off. Complete the vocabulary and comprehension exercises accompanying the news article.
