MATERIALS:

	· Warm-up: Review abbreviations and acronyms. Written activity focusing on abbreviations, ordinal numbers, and prepositions of time: “Making appointments”

· Full class: Review what we know about MIRA, using “going to” + infinitive to talk about the MIRA visit, and reviewing the Wh- questions for MIRA we brainstormed last week. 

· Quiz: Present continuous tense. Listening, reading, and writing questions and statements describing a picture.
· Briefly review the “paragraph sandwich” concept. Read a paragraph (all together) and identify the topic sentence and the supporting sentences. Discuss transition words.
· Pairs: Read and edit the paragraphs we typed last week in computer lab. Peer-edit the topic sentences. Query each other about the supporting sentences. Use Wh- questions to probe for further details.

· Computer lab: input edits from peer-editing session. Find a photograph on the Web and insert it in the document. Edit paragraph formatting. Print second draft for further editing.

ASSESSMENT(S): 
	Performance 
· Students will complete a short quiz that assesses their listening comprehension and ability to write questions and statements using present continuous tense. This is the second quiz on this material, and the goal is to achieve 80% accuracy class wide.
· Students will demonstrate their understanding of the topic sentence concept through the peer editing session.



WRAP-UP & REFLECTION: The topic sentence concept is abstract and challenging for students at this level. I have approached it from different angles and continue to reinforce. Following the peer editing session, we will debrief as a full class. Students will show their understanding (and share their uncertainty) about the topic sentence concept through their comments and questions.
