	Skill Objective(s) (Students will be able to…)
	

	1. Read a short newspaper article, then state and defend their point of view about the minimum wage with 50%+ fluency. Should we have aa minimum wage? Why or why not? If yes, what should it be?  
	

	2. Listen and understand descriptions of families and talk about their own. Talk about what they have in common with classmates, family members, and members of their community. Use contraction with “be” and solid sentence structure with 60% accuracy.
	


ACTIVITIES:








MATERIALS:

	1. Read and answer questions: US fast-food workers stop working
2. Talk about President Obama’s decision to raise the minimum wage for federal workers.

3. Partners: discuss jobs and wages. What is fair? What isn’t fair? Share.
4. Review adjectives to describe people (we made a web last week); Discuss linking related phrases with “and” and “but” to form a compound sentence. Stress that “and” indicates a similarity; “but” indicates a contrast.
5. Flash round robin: Each student makes an affirmative or a negative statement about herself. Use two adjectives and link them with “and” or “but.” Then the student turns to her neighbor and asks “How about you?” CDL models, first on board, then with the first student:
“I’m friendly and I’m talkative.” Or “I’m friendly but I’m shy.” “How about you?”

On a Post-It, write a compound sentence about your neighbor. “She’s curious and intelligent.” Or “He’s happy but overworked.”
6. Listen to recordings of people talking about their families. Try to hear three things each person says about herself/himself. Share what we hear.
7. Review possessive adjectives as we share what we hear: “His parents live in Colorado.” “Her brother gets on her nerves.” 
8. Talk about having things “in common.” Brainstorm together what these could be. Survey classmates to find people you have three things in common with.

9. Homework: Write a paragraph about someone you have a lot in common with. It can be a family member, a friend, a colleague, or a classmate. Use complete sentences.
