LESSON OBJECTIVE(S): 
	Content Objective(s) (Students will know that….)

	1. --“Regular” past tense verbs are formed by adding “ed” to the base form.
--Many verbs are irregular in the past tense; their forms must be learned one by one.

--Regular past tense verb endings are pronounced differently (-d, -t, -id) depending upon the final sound of the base form.

	Skill Objective(s) (Students will be able to…)
	

	1. --Accurately (~75%) use the past tense of “be” and regular (and identify irregular) verbs to talk about their holiday break and special meals.
--Identify different ending sounds in at least 20 commonly used regular verbs in affirmative statements in the past tense.

--In the computer lab, accurately hear and report what at least 6 Americans say about past experiences and events.
	

	2. Identify at least one food or tradition that is unique to their family or to their culture.
	


ACTIVITIES:








MATERIALS:

	· Review how to form regular verbs in the past tense, in affirmative statements (Future, p. 110). Review the past tense of “be.” Reminder that a list of commonly used irregular verbs in the simple past tense can be found in Future 2, p. 286.
· Round-robin: Students call on each other to make an affirmative statement about their holiday break. 
· Review using the auxiliary “did” + base form in negative statements. Review asking yes/no questions about the past (p. 117).
· Partners: Interview your partner about something s/he ate or cooked over the holidays. Write one on a Post-It to use later as an exit ticket. After 5 minutes, each student shares what her/his partner reported. As a class, list on the board all past tense verbs used and decide which ending group each belongs to (-t, -d, -id).
· Read the news article (all students read silently). Discuss the main idea of the article. What do you think of the ideas in the article? Can you think of something that people eat or don’t eat in your country that is different from in the U.S.? Identify past-tense verbs and whether they are regular or irregular. Discuss meaning and pronunciation of new vocabulary. Complete the “synonym match” exercise. 
· Computer lab: Work with a partner or individually. Watch/listen to short videos in which people talk about what they did yesterday. Write down at least two things you heard these people say: Danny and Dina, Asker, Charles, Mary and Henry, Matthew, Mia and Shauna, Roberta, Tony. If time, complete the interactive exercises presented with the video.
· Homework: Future, p. 122, 123, Practice asking and answering information questions about the past. “Talk about something that happened,” complete exercises A and C, then write a short paragraph (blue book) about a problem you recently had and how you solved it.

	Performance 
· Observe and listen to the round robin and partner activities for accuracy and fluency.
· Review exit tickets for accuracy in forming the past tense of verbs.

· Review and assess students’ listening comprehension based on how much information they collected about the videos.
