	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)
A gerund is formed by adding ‘ing’ to the simple verb and that a gerund is used as a noun


	Activities

1a. Go over parts of speech on the board with an example sentence and looking in the Level D Reference Book
b. Talk about gerunds before and after verbs and after prepositions
c. Students work on exercise involving gerunds used after prepositions

d. Students make up sentences orally and then in writing (using gerunds before and after verbs and after prepositions)

e. Students write a sentence with a gerund as the subject that expresses their opinion about something Ex: ‘Getting married before you graduate from high school is undesirable.’
f. Students write their sentence on ‘Survey Sheet’ handout

g. Students survey all of the students in the class to see who agrees and who disagrees with their statement

h. As a class, students report on what they learned about their classmates opinions using a gerund, Ex: ‘Maria believes that getting married
before you graduate from high school is undesirable.’

c. I give them a topic (current job, free time, homework, reading, education goal, characteristics of a good teacher, characteristics of a good students, etc.), each pair discusses for 2 minutes, then switch partners and a new topic is given

d. I call on individuals to say something that they learned about a classmate
e. In groups of 3, discuss what a good student is like and what a good teacher is like

f. Individually, they make a list of those qualities and behaviors that make a good student and a good teacher

g. With the whole class, students share what is on their lists; I write down what they say on the board
