	2. Conduct research on the Internet. Gather information about an important person of Hispanic heritage. Report back to the class.
3. Read an article and summarize it orally. Discuss.
	


ACTIVITIES:








MATERIALS:

	1. Warm-up: Watch and listen to video on Time Kids: Hispanic Heritage Month

2. Discuss what we know about these people. Write their names and professions on the board. Discuss new vocabulary like “astronaut” “scientist” or “supreme court justice.”
3. Students choose a person of Hispanic heritage they want to learn more about (many are mentioned in the video, or they might know another). Write down her or his name.
4. Computer lab: Conduct research on your person of choice. Answer these questions: When and where was she born? Is she alive today? Why is she important? Name three contributions she’s made to U.S. society.

5. Oral quiz on “be” – demonstrate mastery of affirmative statements and short answers with “be.” Each person announces the name of the person they researched. They toss the ball to anyone in the class, who has to ask a question using “be.” Is it a man? Is it a woman? Is she alive? Is she a writer? Is he a scientist? To each answer the original person answers “yes, she is” or “no, he isn’t” until the class guesses who it is. Then he/she shares other information that she learned and students ask questions as needed to understand.
6. Read (silently) about the 2015 U.S. Poet Laureate, Juan Felipe Herrera, the first Hispanic American to be named to that post.

7. Review clunk words in the reading. Discern meaning through sharing, context, root words, dictionary.
Next class: Visit the Library of Congress web page devoted to Herrera’s House of Colors project.
Homework: Write about a person in your family or town who inspires you (at least five sentences).
