	Activities
a. Students will discuss the meaning of “heritage” in small groups. Students will also discuss their own heritage and share with the class.
b. WC will review notetaking skills (shorthand, abbreviation, writing only important details)
c. Students will watch the video “Hispanic Heritage Month” while taking notes.
d. In pairs, students will compare notes and watch the video again to check their comprehension.
e. Students will answer questions regarding the video in pairs.
f. Students will watch the second video on Gabriel Garcia Marquez while taking notes.
g. Students will discuss how the two videos demonstrate U.S. and Hispanic culture, traditions and beliefs.


	Activities
a. In pairs, students will discuss: “Have you ever had a good/bad experience at the dentist? What happened? What does the expression ‘One of These Days’ mean? What do you think the story is about?”
b. Students will read “One of These Days” by Gabriel Garcia Marquez.
c. After each page, students will stop their reading and answer 3-5 comprehension questions.
d. The whole class will review the questions before the students proceed to the next page in the story. 
e. After the story is complete, students will describe the relationship between the dentist and the mayor on the Paragraph Handout. 
f. Students will write their own topic, supporting and concluding sentences.
