2. Listen, EIA, p. 47. Write sentences about the pictures using prepositions. Complete exercise B.

3. Turn and talk: Ask and answer questions about objects in the house in exercise C.

4. Read a map, pp. 52, 53. We use prepositions to talk about places in the neighborhood.

5. Listen and answer the questions about where things are located in a neighborhood, p. 54.

6. Read: Little Havana and Little Saigon (EIA p. 56). Discuss vocabulary. Do you know a neighborhood like this?

7. Small group discussion: Do you think it’s a good thing for immigrants from a country to live together in a neighborhood, or is it better to mix in with everybody else? Why? Each group shares three ideas with the whole class.

8. Exit ticket: write two sentences using prepositions about where buildings are located in the neighborhood (handout).

9. Homework: Write about your neighborhood. Use the verbs we’ve practiced and prepositions of place.
