· Read news article on Americans and vacation time. Make a vocabulary web on the board about work benefits and time off.
· Discussion: What about in your country? Do people get paid vacation time? Do they use it? What do people usually do on vacation? What does your family do? 

· Homework: Complete the vocabulary and comprehension exercises accompanying the news article. Write a paragraph about your typical day off.
