                                             MATERIALS:

	· Warm-up: Using the smar tboard with Google Images, play “20 Questions” about portraits of people. Students take turns choosing a portrait, then asking the class information questions: “What is she doing?” “Who is he waiting for?” “Why is she smiling?” Students use their imaginations to answer. 
· Whole class: Review count/non-count nouns (follow-up lesson). One student names a favorite dish and all name the ingredients. Classify them on the board according to count and non-count.
· EIA, page 128, Ex. A. Listen to a couple making a shopping list. What do they need? Ex. B. Practice using a, an, some, any to describe the shopping list. 
· Discuss “how much--” and “how many--” with count and non-count nouns. How much sugar? How many eggs?
· Groups of 3: Students plan a party. First each group decides what kind of party (birthday, holiday, graduation, etc.). Then decide on two or three dishes to make for the party. Write down the recipes (approximate). Make a shopping list. 
· Present the party plan to the rest of the class. Others ask questions to get more information about the plan and what you need to buy and make.

· Read: How do you save money on food? What’s the main idea of the article? Which savings ideas make sense to you?
· Bonus: If time, read supermarket coupons and answer questions about them: real coupons and EIA, p. 137.

· Homework: each student chooses one dish for the party and writes a more detailed recipe with exact amounts and step by step instructions. Type up the recipes in the computer lab.
