MATERIALS:

	· Warm-up: February 4 is Rosa Parks’ birthday. Who was she? Watch a video about Rosa Parks and the civil rights movement.

· Read article about Rosa Parks—review vocabulary

· Talk about Black History Month. Discuss what we know about MLK and now Rosa Parks. Why celebrate Black History Month?

· What is an “ordinary hero”? Brainstorm with your neighbor. Name three things that make an ordinary hero, using simple present tense. E.g., She speaks out. He doesn’t give up. Share and brainstorm a class list on the board.

· Read U.S. Fast-Food Workers on strike, review new vocabulary.

· Groups of 4: Do fast-food workers have anything in common with Rosa Parks and the Montgomery bus boycott? If you think so, say why. If you don’t think so, say why. Use simple present tense, e.g., They both fight for justice. They both take risks.

· Each group shares with the class. Questions and discussion.

· Homework: Do you know an ordinary hero? Think of someone you know. Write a short paragraph about why you think she or he is a hero.
