MATERIALS:

	1. Warm-up: Watch short videos on immigration activists
2. Turn and talk: Do these activists have things in common with the civil rights activists who we’ve discussed, like MLK and Rosa Parks? If so, what? 

3. Class discussion: Review adjectives and actions we associate with heroes. Think of a hero from your country. Students share a few—who were they and what did they do?
4. Read an article about Malala Yousafzai. Identify clunks and circle them while reading.

5. In groups of 3, share and discuss clunks. How many can we figure out without using the dictionary? Then check the dictionary to see if we were right.

6. Review adverbs/expressions of frequency: Future p. 70. Walk through grammar box about placement of adverbs. Discuss placement of expressions.

7. What do heroes usually or often do? What do they never do? With your neighbor, write 5 affirmative or negative statements about heroes using adverbs/expressions of frequency.
8. Exit ticket: Choose one of the sentences to write on a Post-it.

9. Homework--Write in blue books: Can small actions make a difference in someone’s life or in society? Tell why or why not. Give three reasons.
