ACTIVITIES:








MATERIALS:

	· Warm up: Look at pictures of what families from different countries eat during an average week. Share class observations. Compare to how people eat in your country. Which pictures are most similar, most different?
· Read: How do you save money on food? What’s the main idea of the article? Talk about coupons and share several examples of coupons.
· Partner conversation: Where do you shop? Where did you shop in your country? How do you save money on food? Which ideas from the article make sense to you?
· Future, pp. 186-189: Read and name different kinds of food and their containers. Talk about count/noncount foods. Listen and practice a conversation about shopping, using count/noncount qualifiers.

· Review grammar point, pp. 190-191. Practice “some” “any” how much” how many”.

· Plan a party (Groups of 3--Students plan a party. First each group decides what kind of party (birthday, holiday, graduation, etc.). Then decide on two or three dishes to make for the party. Write down the recipes (approximate). Make a shopping list. )
· Present the party plan to the rest of the class. Others ask questions to get more information about the plan and what you need to buy and make.

· Homework: each student chooses one dish for the party and writes a more detailed recipe with exact amounts and step by step instructions.
