	Activities
1. review main idea, general idea, and detail

2. write 3 sentences (from Six-Way Paragraph reading) on the board and ask students to discuss with a partner which they think is the main idea, which is general, and which is a detail

3. give students the reading passage with comprehension questions
4. go over the correct answers and ask students to justify/explain their answer choices
5. repeat the above (#2 – 4) with a second reading

1. I write sentences (with errors of the type that I saw in their writing) on the board to see how many errors they can identify
2. Discuss sentence combining and run-on sentences.

3. Return their writing (about themselves) with some errors corrected and some underlined
3. Students rewrite on a separate paper with corrections indicated and attempting to correct errors that were underlined
4. I circle and check their error corrections

1. Have students find number of syllables and stress (using a dictionary) for each of the 10 vocabulary words on p. 13 in “Beyond True Stories”
     (Example: topic – 2.1)

2. Have students practice pronouncing the words using correct stress
3. I pronounce the words correctly and incorrectly to see if they can say when it is correct and incorrect

4. Go over the vocabulary cloze exercise on p. 13 which they did for homework
5. Give them a cloze that I created with the same vocabulary words

6. Each student picks 3 to 5 vocabulary words to make sentences of their own. (They can use the dictionary if they need help with understanding the words.)

7. I circulate and check the sentences that they are writing

8. Go over the vocabulary cloze sentences as a class.

1. Go over the short vowel sounds on the board and in the Level 4 Reference Book
2. I make a short vowel sound and see if the students can say the name of the vowel

3. Hand out an exercise with CVC words (Ex: 1. bat  bet  bit but)

4. First, I read each word and have the students repeat

5. Then, I say a word and the students listen and circle the word that they heard

6. Go over the exercise
7. I say one of the words and see if the students can tell me which vowel is in the word
8. Ask for volunteers to say “ bag, beg, big, bog, and bug”
