	Skill Objective #1 (Students will be able to…)
Categorize sentence errors (no subject, no verb, and not a complete thought)

	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)    Every verb must have a subject

	Activities
1. Write sentences on the board with errors that are the type of errors that they made in writing
2. Have students look at them and see if they can find the errors.

3. Go over each sentence

4. Return students’ writing with error corrections. Have them review their errors. Have them rewrite correctly the sentences with errors.

5. Write three sentences on the board (one missing a subject, one missing a verb, and one that is not a complete thought)
6. Have the students discuss the sentences with a partner and identify the errors.

7. Go over the correction together on the board

8. Hand out an exercise about fragments

9. Go over the exercise together when students have finished

	Content Objective #2 (Students will know that…)   When you are talking about the future and there is a ‘when’, ‘before’, ‘after’, or ‘if’ clause, you use the present tense in that part of the sentence

	Activities

1. I write 3 sentences (with blanks where the verbs go) on the board (one in the past, one in the present, and one in the past) with ‘when’ clauses
2. Have students discuss with a partner what the verbs should be in each sentence

3. Discuss that the past and the present are what you’d expect, but that the future is the exception
4. Refer to the Level 4 Reference Book, have someone read what is written about the future 1st conditional

5. Ask the students what they are going to do when they get home tonight. Write on the board: ‘When I ___________ home, I ….”
6. After each student answers, ask another student to repeat what was said using ‘he’ or ‘she’

7. Hand out 2 exercises for the students to fill in. When they are finished, they write sentences of their own using different subjects.
8. Go over the exercises together

9. Have students read aloud one of the sentences that they wrote

	Activities 
1. Read aloud “The Greatest Job in the World” in Beyond True Stories: do a combination of choral reading, my reading aloud, and individuals reading aloud

2. Work on summarizing the story together: brainstorm what the main idea(s) of the reading are and then work on a sentence that summarizes the story
3. All students gather in the center of the classroom, each student is given a strip of paper with half of a sentence from the story, and then they have to find their partner. (I go over knowing if they have the 1st or 2nd half of the sentence. I go over that they can not look at any one else’s sentence.) When they think they’ve found their partner, they check with me and then sit down.
4. I dictate 5 sentences from the story. Then I give them the paragraph number for each sentence and they find the sentences and correct their writing.

5. Go over the answer to ‘Getting the Big Picture’ on p. 23

6. I pronounce the vocabulary words on p. 23 and each students tries to correctly identify the number of syllables and which syllable is stressed by writing a number next to each word representing the number of syllables and stressed syllable. For each one, go over the correct number.
7. Go over the answers to ‘Recalling New Words’ on p. 23 – 24
8. Have students pick two of the vocabulary words and write a sentence for each one

9. Go over the remaining exercises on p. 24 – 25
10. Have students discuss why they think that firefighters like their jobs and what skills they need
11. In group of three, have students discuss their dream job / what they enjoy doing / what they do best 

12. Have volunteers share their thoughts about themselves
