1. Explain (and illustrate on the board) the three parts of a paragraph: topic sentence including main idea and controlling idea, supporting sentences, and a concluding sentence.
2. Read what is written about paragraphs in the Level 4 Reference Book

3. Hand out a model paragraph (that I wrote about my weekend)
4. Read the paragraph and discuss each part: Which is the topic sentence? What is the main idea? What is the controlling idea? How many supporting sentences are there? How does the concluding sentence start? Is it restating the topic sentence or summarizing the supporting sentences?
5. Have students write a paragraph about their weekend using the discussed structure
6. Collect writing

1. Review - write: ‘I started SCALE in 2013.’ and ‘I am a student at SCALE now.’ Have students identify the verb and verb tense in each sentence. Ask them if they can write one sentence that expresses both ideas.
2. Review the form and usage of present perfect: have/has + past participle AND think of the past as dead and the present perfect as still alive
3. Go over past participles in the Level 4 Reference Book: I say the simple verb and the students say the past and past participle

4. Have students work in pairs: one student says the simple verb and the other says the past and the past participle

5. Have students do sentence cloze exercise where they have to decide whether the verb should be past or present perfect.

5. Ask the students to write one sentence that summarizes the story

6. Using input from students, I’ll write a one-sentence summary on the board
