1. Review (and illustrate on the board) the three parts of a paragraph: topic sentence including main idea and controlling idea, supporting sentences, and a concluding sentence.
2. Look at a modal paragraph and discuss the 3 parts - Read the paragraph and discuss each part: Which is the topic sentence? What is the main idea? What is the controlling idea? How many supporting sentences are there? How does the concluding sentence start? Is it restating the topic sentence or summarizing the supporting sentences?
3. Emphasize the importance of the supporting sentences in a paragraph supporting/explaining the controlling idea in the topic sentence

4. Have the students determine which of the supporting sentences in the paragraph are irrelevant and cross them out
5. Discuss the correct answers
