talk about events that connect the past and the present using the present perfect


	Frameworks:

	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)

the present perfect is formed by combining ‘have’ or ‘has’ plus the past participle and that it is used when you want to make a connection between the past and the present



	Activities

1. Put 2 sentences on the board (I live in Somerville. I moved to Somerville in 2007.), ask the students the verb tense of each sentence, and then if they can make one sentence that contains the information from both sentences

2. Discuss the form and use of the present perfect; note that the past participle of regular verbs is the same as the past
3. Have the students look at the list of verbs in their reference books with past and past participles. I say the simple form, and the students tell me the past and past participles

4. Have students make sentences (in writing) that answer the following questions: How long have you been in the U.S.? How long have you lived in your current home? How long have you been a student at SCALE? Answer the same questions about your partner (in writing).

5. I ask individual students to give me the above information (oral). Then ask another student to repeat the information the other student said to give them practice with ‘S/he has’ versus ‘I have’.
6. Students do present perfect exercise where they fill in the blank with the correct form of the present perfect.
7. Go over the answers together

	Activities

1. See what students already know about the United States (example: What’s the longest river in the U.S.? What is the smallest state in the U.S.? What is the largest state in the U.S.? How many states in the U.S.?)
2. Hand out the map, discuss various things including what a capital city is, and ask students questions (example: What is the capital of New York?)

3. See if the students are familiar with and understand (north, south, east, west, northeast, southwest, etc.)

4. Ask the group and then individual students where things are relative to other things (example: What is west of Massachusetts? Which states are on the west coast? What country is north of the U.S.?)

5. Have students (in pairs) ask each other questions, as in step 4
6. Give students a directions cloze exercise (Ex: Washington is  _________ of Oregon. Connecticut is west of ____________.)

7. Have students write 10 sentences of their own as in step 6
8. Go over answers to exercise

9. For homework, exercise with questions about the U.S. to be answered by looking at the map
