	Skill Objective #1 (Students will be able to…)
Get practice orally summarizing a reading and summarizing what someone else has said
Get practice summarizing a reading in writing

	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)
For the purpose of summarizing, one includes the important parts and leaves out details

	Activities
1a. Introduce the activity and what they will be doing; talk about main idea (big picture) versus details
  b. Give each student 1/3 of a story (“A Long Fishing Trip”)
  c. Each student reads their part of story for 10 minutes

  d. I take away their papers

  e. In groups of 3, each student (in the correct order) tells their part of the story

  f. In the same group each student tells the whole story

  g. Optional: one member from each group goes to a different group and tells the whole story
  h. Two individuals tell the whole story for the class

  i. I read the story aloud
  j. Each student writes a summary of the story

Walking around the room and listening to students talk

	Content Objective #2 (Students will know that…)
A clause is group of words with a subject and a verb and that an independent clause expresses a complete thought, but a dependent clause does not


	Activities

1a. Review/define dependent and independent clauses (on the board and in the Reference Book)
 b. Students identify dependent and independent clauses from a list of complex and compound sentences
c. Students write complex and compound sentences

d. Review future sentences with ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and ‘after’ on the board and in the Reference Book

e. Students fill in grammar sheet with future sentence with ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and ‘after’

f. Students write sentences about the future using ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and after
g. With a partner, students read their sentences
h. I call on students to say what they are going to do when they get home after class tonight (Example: When I get home, I’m going to watch          TV.) After each student speaks, I call on another student to tell about the previous student in order to practice the 3rd person singular (Example: When he gets home, he’s going to watch TV.)
