	Skill Objective #1 (Students will be able to…)
Define a dependent and independent clause and identify them in written sentences AND Talk about the future using ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, or ‘after’ clauses and use the correct tenses

	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)
A clause is group of words with a subject and a verb, an independent clause expresses a complete thought, and a dependent clause does not express a complete thought. There are situations when we talk about the future and use the simple present tense

	Activities

1. Review/define dependent and independent clauses and talk about conjunctions (on the board and in the Level 4 Reference Book)

2. Students identify dependent and independent clauses  AND conjunctions from a list of complex and compound sentences

3. Students write complex and compound sentences

4. Discuss future sentences with ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and ‘after’ on the board and in the Reference Book AND contrast it with sentences in the       past and present with ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and ‘after’ clauses

5. Students do verb cloze exercise with sentence (in the past, present and future) with ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and ‘after’ clauses

6. Students write sentences about the future using ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and after

7. With a partner, students read their sentences
8. I call on students to say what they are going to do when they get home after class tonight (Example: When I get home, I’m going to watch          TV.) After each student speaks, I call on another student to tell about the previous student in order to practice the 3rd person singular (Example: When he gets home, he’s going to watch TV.)

2. Read “The Greatest Job in the World” from Beyond True Stories. I read aloud, we do choral reading, and students read aloud.
3. Stop periodically and check on comprehension
4. Ask students what words would have to be in a one-sentence summary of the reading. Write the words they say on the board. Discuss which ones might not be essential and could be crossed off

5. Ask the students to summarize the reading in one sentence using the sentences on the board

6. Have volunteers read their sentences and discuss pros and cons of each

7. I write the sentence that I came up with on the board

8. Go over the comprehension exercises
