MATERIALS:

	1. Watch video on Smithsonian website about Latino artists. Listen to three artists talk about their lives and work. Review new words and expressions.
2. Look at Camas para Suenos, a painting by Carmen Lomas Garza. With a partner, talk about what you see in the painting and what stories you imagine about it.

3. Review rules about forming possessives of nouns. E.g., Carmen’s mother. The family’s dream. An artist’s work.
4. Review possessive adjectives. EIA, pp. 32, 33.
5. Work with a partner. Make a family tree for your family. Talk about how people are related to each other. e.g., This is my mother, Rose. Her sister is Maria, etc.

6. Read: Changing U.S. Families (Future 2 workbook, p. 19) Decide what is the main idea of the article (ex. A).
7. Discuss: Are family customs and values different in the U.S. than in your home country? How? Make a comparison chart on the board.

8. Exit ticket: On a Post-it, write 2 sentences about someone in your family. Use possessive nouns or adjectives. E.g., Rosa is my mother’s sister. Her hair is brown. Or, My nephew’s name is Luis. His family lives in Texas.
9. Homework: EIA workbook, pp. 14, 15, 16 all exercises.
