               Getting to know your classmates; Goal Setting

Familiarize themselves better with SCALE /Practice their listening/reading skills

	Content Objective #1 (Students will know/know that…)  specific information about SCALE

	Activities

1. Each student gets a strip of paper with an answer and underneath it a question. (All information relates to SCALE.)

2. I start by reading a question.

3. All the students look at their papers to see who has the answer.

4. The student who thinks s/he has the answer reads it. If that is the correct answer, s/he reads the question below.

5. All the students look at their papers to see who has the answer to that question and so on …

6. I read the final answer and then the final question “Has this activity ended?”
7. I then ask all of the questions again to review information

2. Hand out the reading, Desiderata
3. I read it aloud, and then I read and have them repeat for pronunciation and stress work
4. In groups of three, they discuss what they thought about the reading and what parts they particularly liked
5. For 15 minutes, write about your thoughts related to the reading

6. Call on individuals to talk about what they thought about the reading AND/OR have volunteers read their writing aloud
7. Collect their writing

2. students talk in groups of three about what goals they might make for this cycle

3. students write at least three goals, 1st discuss template: “I will improve my (speaking, writing, reading, etc.) by ________ing …”

4. go around the room and have each student say one of their goals

5. how do you increase the chances that you’ll reach your goal?
