               Writing (errors and paragraph structure)












	Skill Objective #1 (Students will be able to…)
Talk about the past using the past tense of both regular and irregular verbs

	Frameworks:  S1.5b / W1.5c

	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)  it is important to be aware when they are not using the past tense

	Activities
1. Review the past irregular verbs (#21 – 40 of the 60 verbs)

    I will do these verbs twice (once calling on individuals to say and spell the past tense and once having the whole class respond)

2. Talk about the 3 different pronunciations of ‘ed’ (put 3 columns on the board and categorize various regular verbs)
3. In groups of 3s, students talk about their weekend (they are reminded to be vigilant of using the past tense)
4. Individual students will be called on to talk about their weekends / Listeners will attempt to write every verb they hear and circle those that are incorrect

5. Have students write about their weekends for 15 minutes and then I’ll collect their writing

	Skill Objective #2 (Students will be able to…)
Talk about how their habits have changed using ‘used to’, ‘didn’t use to’, and ‘never used to’

	Frameworks:    S2.5c

	Content Objective #2 (Students will know that…)
This grammar structure is used when something has changed 

	Activities

1. review the use and form of ‘used to’, ‘didn’t use to’, and ‘never used to’
2. Have students talk in pairs about habits that have changed in their lives
3. Call on individual students to say one thing that has changed
4. Give students an exercise to fill out to practice the grammar form
5. Go over the exercise together as a class

	Assessment #2   Listening to the students talk and checking as they fill out the exercise

	Skill Objective #3 (Students will be able to…)    Correct writing errors

	Content Objective #3 (Students will know…)  That a clause must have a subject and a verb and that an independent clause must be a complete thought

	Activities

1. Review clauses (dependent and independent), sentence, and fragments

2. Discuss 3 error types: no subject, no verb, and not a complete thought

3. Give students exercise where they determine whether a sentence is good or not. If sentence is not good, they indicate the error type

4. Go over exercise together.

5. Give the students a 2nd exercise with individuals sentences (some with errors, some without) and a paragraph with 5 errors (missing subject and verb)

6. Go over the exercise with the whole class

	Content Objective #4 (Students will know that…)  a paragraph has 3 components: a topic sentence with main idea and controlling idea, supporting sentences, and a concluding sentence

	Activities
1. Discuss the components of a paragraph / Look in the Level D Reference Book and read about the components of a paragraph
2. I read aloud p. 10 and 11 in ‘Weaving It Together’ and discuss with the students

3. I explain parts 1 and 2 of Exercise B (p. 11 – 12) and then have the students work on it.

4. Go over parts 1 and 2 of Exercise B as a class

5. I explain part 3 of Exercise B and then have the students work on it.

6. Go over part 3 of Exercise B with the whole class
