	Activities
1. Ask for a volunteer to identify the parts of a paragraph and I write them on the board; Refer to Level D Reference Book and have different students read aloud the 3 parts of a paragraph
2. Review the importance of relevant supporting sentences 
3. Students do exercises where they cross out irrelevant sentences in a paragraph

4. Go over the correct answers

5. Return paragraphs that they wrote about their weekends and have them write at the bottom of their papers ‘Topic = …’ and ‘Controlling idea = …’
6. Then have the students exchange their papers with another student. Each student reads another student’s paper and determines if there are any supporting sentences that don’t support the controlling idea.

7. Students rewrite their paragraphs and make corrections based on classmates comments as well as my written suggestions, corrections, and error indications
8. I collect their 1st and 2nd drafts

8. Go over the answers together

9. Have them write sentences of their own showing that they know how to use the past continuous, ‘used to’ and ‘didn’t use to/never used to’, and future with ‘if’, ‘when’, ‘before’, and ‘after’
