	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)
With some exceptions ‘er’ and ‘est’ are used with one-syllable adjectives and adverbs and ‘more’ and ‘most’ are used with two or more syllable adjectives and adverbs

	Activities
1. Review how to form the comparative and superlative with adjectives
2. Students do exercise where they have to decide whether to use the comparative or the superlative and use it correctly
3. Go over correct answers together
4. Have students write sentences about their family, the various jobs they’ve had, etc. using the comparative and the superlative

5. Discuss adjectives versus adverbs and then comparative and superlative adverbs

6. Go over what is written in the Level D Reference Book

7. Students do exercise where they determine whether to use and adjective or an adverb. Ex. She drove (slow , slowly).

8. Go over correct answers, student say whether they are using an adjective or an adverb and what it describes (ex: the noun ‘Mary’ or the verb ‘drive’) 
9. Students do cloze exercise with comparative and superlative adjectives and adverbs

10. Go over answers together, student say whether they are using an adjective or an adverb, what it describes (ex: the noun ‘Mary’ or the verb ‘drive’), and whether it is the comparative or the superlative
