	Skill Objective #1 (Students will be able to…)

express themselves in writing or orally using the passive voice

	Content Objective #1 (Students will know that…)

there are two ‘voices’: active and passive; in the passive voice the subject is not doing the action; to form the passive, the verb to be plus the past participle are used; and there are certain situations where the passive is used

	Activities

1. Write ‘The dog bit the boy.’ on the board. See if the students can make the object the subject (switch the subject and object) using the correct verb form

2. Discuss (and demonstrate on the board) what the active and passive voices are, how the passive is formed, and when we use the passive

3. Look in the Level D Reference Book and read what is written about the passive

4. Students work on an exercise where they must fill in the blank with the correct form of the passive

5. Go over the exercise together
6. Students attempt to say or write sentences of their own.

7. Review past participles of irregular verbs

Write a thank-you letter

	Content Objective #2 (Students will know that…)
a thank-you letter can be organized similarly to the paragraph format already studied (with a topic sentence, supporting sentences, and a concluding sentence)


	Activities

1. On the board, review the parts of a paragraph (topic sentence with main idea and controlling idea, supporting sentences, and concluding sentence)
2. On the board, go over the basics of a letter format including placement of date, ‘Dear’ with comma, ‘Sincerely’ with comma, etc.

3. Tell the students that they are going to write a thank-you letter to Stephen Carrabino. Tell the students that the body of their letters can resemble the paragraph format. Ask the students what the first sentence of their letters might be. Then, what is the main idea and what is the controlling idea in that sentence? Tell them that their supporting sentences will explain the controlling idea. Example: “Thank you so much for visiting our class.” The main idea is thank you and the controlling idea is the visit. The supporting sentences then explain why you are thankful for the visit (what you liked, what you learned, etc.).

4. Students write their thank-you letters, and I circulate and offer help where needed.

5. I collect the letters to correct, make suggestions, and then return for a re-write.

5. Have students read aloud their sentences and discuss the strengths and weaknesses of each summary sentence
6. As a whole class, write one summary sentence on the board
